AGUDAT SHALI was established seven years ago at the ihitiative of the late Miriam Schwartz,
in order to provide a solution to a vital social need breaking down the wall of loneliness
surrounding handicapped children. ;

The Association operates a wide range of social activities for some 60 handicapped children
and teenagers suffering from muscular distrophy, cerebral pulsy and other chronic debilitating
diseases. The Association gives these youngsters the opportunity of spending weekends and
vacations away from their home in:a special home near the beach in Herzlia Pituach, and to
join-in boisterons fun activitics with healthy children. At the same time, the Association
provides these children with a social'environment and trains them for independence and to find
the moral strength that they need to cope with their disabilities.

The intensive work required to operate this unique and pioneering endeavour is carried outby
a-team of 40 young volunteers in their twenties, headed by a young lawyer, Avi-Ezer Grauer.
These volunteers devote countless hours of strenuous work in order to give those childrento .
whom fate has been unkind a more pleasant life.

The measure of the success of the ‘Association’s ACE;vity can be guaged aot only by the
youngsters who benefit from the Association’s activities, but also by the parents who feel that
there is somebody else willing to share with them the burden of carmg for thelrlmndlcapped
'chlldren

This vital humanitarian work, carried out with devotion and diligence, should serve ashining

example to us all. T ]
